                       The basic differences between the old world monkeys
                         Apes (gorillas) and, new world monkeys (Capuchins)	






Abstract
The research paper accompanies the brief introduction of non living primates discovering their ways of living, breeding, habitat and locomotion. Additionally, their taxonomy with complete orders, physique (body size, color, brain size, disabilities, weight and tails), and migrating patterns, residential set ups, social behavior and their interactions with human beings will also be tackled. Firstly, in history portion some of the major branches are considered along with their presence and threats of extinction. The two unique animal’s apes and capuchins are selected to support the discussion which will specify their sameness or discreteness in vocalization, genes, habitat and dental formula altruism systematically.
				Introduction
Since the existence of human being much of the brilliant minds have been trying to ascertain correspondence between human with other non human species. Some of them have crossed the gentleness of human and placed human with the non humans ranking. As far as concerned, human being is the only creature to whom the blessing has been blessed by God is reasoning and this trait is absent in all non humans. Some of them have similarity with human and also used in experiments in which human life cannot be stood under dreadful scenarios like electric shocks to rat to examine the activators activated in brain parts or hungry cats finding the food after reinforcement and apes experimentation to discover the tactics for reaching the food by using alternative material (Robert S. In this article two non human primates “Apes and Monkeys” are going to be discussed along with well reputed citations and information. Their way of communication, habitat, likes, dislikes, locomotion, sexual interaction, body differences and interaction with humans will be conducted.
                    Old world monkey: Apes (Gorilla)
          Apes are sometime misled when talking about monkeys as many journals use word monkey as its synonyms, but sticking to reality apes are separate in all aspects. The identification between monkeys and apes are as vital as difference between two colors: white and black. Submitted facts on (Online: Live Science website) shout that the apes are more intelligent than monkeys. The studies conducted under laboratory environments aftermath the support on reports.
Suborder
            Its suborder includes strepsirrhini, Haplorhines: Infra-order considers Lemoriformes, Tarsiiformes, Simiformes and Catarrihini. According to approach of super family they are grouped under Hominoid same as humans (Primates study department (August, 2006), The University of Edinburgh).
Vocalization
          As submitted facts it has been calculated that some forty millions year ago there were isolation among the monkey`s world and changed the habitat. Apes are the old world monkey and have specified uniqueness with human. Due to heavy throat there are unable to explore the words but somehow their laughter is similar to human beings. In contrast the capuchins, belonged to new world monkey, are totally apart from this feature. They have facial expressions and gesture tactics which are understood by human mind.
Habitat
         Specifically, the residential of gorillas are visualized apart from the capuchins, the live both on lands and tress. There population is widely living in Africa and southeast region of world. (Dennis Holley, (July, 01, 2010). An Introduction to Zoology: “Investigating the Animal World”.) 
Altruism
             Altruism is somewhat the natural phenomenon which is found strong in gorilla`s world because of their long body, heavy physique many of the animals feel safe by staying away from them (Gene, August 2004. “Mountain Gorillas”: published by (Early bird nature books)). In some researches it was sorted out that in laboratories if some animal living with them for long time, if dead, gorillas have unexpected mourning behaviors.
Dental formula
          The teeth are substitutes of basic natural ingredients and the gorillas are famed of their long and horrific teeth structure. The dental formula of gorillas is 2.1.3.3 or 2.1.3.2.
DNA description
          The findings of DNA shouts that human`s DNA is far more similar to gorillas ranges of percentage 98 due to same ancestor family, while, capuchins are apart from this. (Laura (2005 :) The Handbook of Chinese Horoscopes, 5th edition))
                   New world Monkeys: Capuchin
           Studies suggest that there are many similarities among the new world and old world monkeys but differences are more vital that can be seen by scientific approaches involved. Capuchin is the new world collection in monkeys and less in the size. Its size is maximum 22 inches. Capuchin is considered as the best pet to be adopted because of its innocence and prettiness. Suborder
             Related to suborder they are strepsirrhini, lemurs, lorises and galogos.
They are tarsiiformes according to infra-order and Catarrihini by family.
Vocalization 
              Capuchins are less in size and obviously the body organs are also small. Their voice is somehow like trill, an instrument of music, in which couple of low node voices is swapped in an instant. Vocalization is a kind of alarm clock. If it has to convey the dangerous situation its voice is loud and narrow and vice versa.
Habitat
              This white faced creature has roots in Argentina, Brazil, Costa Rica, South and North America. They live on the tree and are efficient in daylight. At night they feel harmful to come out and rest all the night. Capuchins are omnivores and eat fruits, nuts and also some reptiles. Their special feature is ling tails. Between the new world monkeys and old world monkeys there are also some different features as diverted hair color, beard and tail length. In new world monkeys there are some symptoms to understand the moods of monkeys, for instance, if monkey yawns it means either he is fatigued or being angry on something (Obi (2002), "The evolution of early hominid.). 
Altruism
         Altruism is the helping behavior and this kind of behavior is less in capuchins because of their innocence temper they endeavor to safe them self from danger. In some cases when they try to sign others from the predators they lost their own life due to loud and distinct vocal system. (Dennis Holley, (July, 01, 2010). Dental formula
          The dental formula of capuchins id 2.1.3.3 and it is powerful to kill the frog in a second (IUCN/SSC Primate Specialist Group Institute (2011)).
Gene description
          DNA of capuchins is distant to human and old world monkeys but to some extent, due to forefather’s sameness, they have some similarity in DNA. The companionate love is existed in capuchins and a lot of Americans who are divorces or unmarried have adopted capuchins.
                                Gorilla’s interaction with humans
Matters of fact, chimpanzees are not the good friends of human being. They are much violent if anything occurs against their will (Online website: Gorillas world)). According to website there is a great conflict of humans and gorillas because with growing population people are expanding towards forests and gorillas are not in this favor. The death rate of human in Africa shares five percent by gorillas attack. In some attacks, it has been seen that the worst attacks carried out by male apes. In some cases gorillas are very nice if they are treated according to environment; their potential is ten times more than human. They do not need groups to attack like new world monkeys. Some people make gorillas pet which is the worst activity not only for oneself but also for those living nearby (IUCN/SSC Primate Specialist Group Institute (2011)).

Some family members of new world monkeys have apes feature temper, but many groups have a lot of affiliation with human being. Capuchin is smallest in monkeys and their interaction is well with humans.
