School of Mysteries: Legend of the Fontaina Babicus Glasigis Aquaticus

Now examining every aspect of the Fontaina Babicus Glasigis Aquaticus, Lee leisurely ascertained that it was used as a container where a newborn babicis is placed to get baptised, and communicate to the gods.
